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Message from the Edgewood Baptist Church Treasurer

Dear Edgewood Members,
As Treasurer, I would like to inform all members on the financial position of our wonderful church. This information was
shared at the Church Conferences in August, September and November 2010, but I wanted all of you to know.

Over two years ago after the decision to build, a loan of $600,000.00 was acquired, about one year later and additional
$200,000.00 was taken to finish the project. As of today (November 16, 2010) we have made monthly payments on the
$200,000.00 loan and have reduced the principal over $10,000.00. However, the $600,000.00 loan was set to pay
$200,000.00 this year, $200,000.00 next year, and then monthly payments.

As most of you should know (by information printed in the weekly bulletin) we only received $315,576.30 in pledges, and as
of today we have not collected enough of the pledges to pay the first payment. Let me say however, all interest on this loan
has been paid UP TO DATE. So I have approached the bank to reconstruct the loan and give us options on how we can
approach the outstanding debt.

After several talks with the bank and our church at the business conference on November 10" 2010, the recommendation
from the Finance Committee was as followed: Pay $15,000.00 on principal now, $15,000.00 at the middle of February 2011
and pay a payment of $4,200.00 each month thereafter for three years and then decide what we will do with the balance. The
recommendation was approved. This was the final offer we received from the bank.

At this time we have the first $15,000.00 and we need to work hard to make sure we have the second one.
Members please consider the following:

1) If you have paid your pledge THANK YOU, but if there is anyway possible please continue to make these payments.
2) If you can do anything to help please let us know.
3) If you have any questions, please contact me or a member of the Finance Committee.

And PLEASE PRAY! God will help us and I know we can make it.
