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See Ya At The Pole, is a student sponsored and led prayer event where prayers are offered for the nation, government, and the world. 
Scheduled annually the fourth Wednesday in September ,the 23rd in 2009 , the event was first held in 1990 in Texas where God  hon-
ored the faithful obedience of students when over 45,000 students in fou r states met at the flagpole to pray before the start of school. 
On September 11, 1991 over a million students gathered at flagpoles across the country- singing, reading scriptures, and best of all 
praying for their friends, schools, and national leaders.  Since then, S.Y.A.T.P. has blossomed by God-sized proportions.  Worldwide 
more than 5 million teens are responding to God and taking seriously His challenge to pray. Countless inspiring testimonies of how 
He has used See Ya At The Pole affirm Godõs power to those who cry out to Him in humble dependence. Numerous Bible clubs , 
weekly prayer meetings and other ministries have come from student encounters with S.Y.A.T.P.  As in all great movements of 
prayer it did not begin in the hearts of people. It began in the heart of God. He used the obedience of a small group of teenagers to 
ignite what has become an international movement of prayer among young  people.  It should inspire all of us adults to join them as 
we yield to the Word of God in II Chronicles 7:14: 
 

òAnd my people who are called by My name humble themselves and pray, and seek My face 
 and turn from their wicked ways, then i will hear from heaven, will forgive their sin 

 and will heal their land.ó (NASB)

òGo therefore and disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all I have commanded you, 

and lo, I am with you always, even  to the end of the age.ó (NASB) 

In many respects, we have departed from this commandment. In most churches, the congregation  pays the pastor to preach, win the 
lost, and build up the saved ð while the church members function as cheerleaders  (if they are enthusiastic) or spectators. The 
òconvertsó are won, baptized, and given the right hand of fellowship, then they join the other spectators. How much faster our 
churches would grow, and stronger and happier our church members would be discipling another believer. The only way a local 
church can òbe fruitful and multiplyó (instead of growing by additions) is with a systematic  discipleship program. This is the  
responsibility of every believer and not just a small group who have been òcalled to go.õ 
Jesus had opened the minds of his disciples to understand the Scriptures. They knew what they wanted Him to teach to their own 
converts. It is not enough to win people to the Savior; we must also teach them the Word of God. This is also a part of the Great 
Commission.
