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Your Sunday School Report by:

People come to Sunday School for all different reasons. 1
want to take a few moments and give you a few reasons
why Sunday School is important and hopefully this will
make you proud for coming to Sunday School or will make
you more motivated to get involved in a Sunday School
program.

Sunday School is the main place for discipleship.
Discipleship, for Edgewood Baptist, is taking people,
believers, and teaching them what it means to walk a life
worthy in God’ s eyes. It is a place that a person can learn
the basic Bible stories as children and learn them in a more
intimate way as adults. Sunday School is used to motivate
an individual to open their Bibles and explore the truths
that it holds. A person is able to ask questions that they
are struggling with and get an answer without fear of
rejection.

Second, Sunday School is a time of fellowship. It is a time
to be around people with similar interests. So many times
a person goes all week with the “world” and is around
people whose beliefs are not the same. On Sunday, we
gather together with people who care about the things that
we care about and who hold fast to the truths that we
believe in. Fellowship is the key to having a happy

life. First it is fellowship with God. To be happy in life you
have to spend time with God. But you also have to spend
time with other believers. 1 Corinthians 10:13 states,

“ There hath no temptation taken you but such as is
common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you
to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the
temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able
to bear it.” If the Bible is true, and it is, Paul states that
we all face temptations that others face as well. God gives
us a way out of those temptations and often it is thru
other people. Thru their prayers, encouragement, and
accountability, we can escape the “chains” that hold us
down.

Next, Sunday School is a way to reach the lost. Our
greatest job as Christians is to reach the lost for Jesus
Christ by any means possible. [ was in a Sunday School
webinar this week and I was reminded of the importance
for believers to open their mouths and to tell others about
God and the church. One way of doing that is to invite
them to Sunday School. If Sunday School is a time of
fellowship between people who face the same temptations
in life, don’ t the lost face the same temptations that we
do? Would you say that the lost need to know how to get
rid of the “chains” that hold them down? (Granted, the
chains that hold them down are their rejection of Christ as
their Lord and Savior. Ours is different. Our “chains” that
hold us back is when we take on the old flesh, not our
rejection of Christ if we are believers.) Sunday School is a
GREAT evangelistic tool if used properly.

[ want to leave you with a question, IS Sunday School
important? If the answer is yes, then I want to ask you,
are you plugged into Sunday School and are you attending
regularly? When I looked at the Sunday School
attendance last week and saw 42 people in Sunday
School, my heart skipped a beat. | was blown away. But
my next thought was where are the rest??? We need
everyone in Sunday School each week being discipled,
fellowshipping with like minds, and reaching the world with
the Gospel. Will you help promote Sunday School this
year??
