For some time now God has been speaking to my heart concerning His plans for me and this church. |
first want thank you all for the privilege of serving you now as pastor for seven wonderful years.

When we came in May of 2003 we had no idea of the direction God would take this ministry. The one
thing we did know was that God had led us here to challenge you to seek God’s will, and obey His
leadership. During the six years that foliowed we saw God work in ways that none of us would have
anticipated. None of us would have ever considered that God would lead us to a third location. As we
sought to follow, God has brought us to new challenge here at the Infinity Road location. Then came the
challenge to see a new building become a reality. All of these things have been exciting and rewarding to
just observe how God blesses when His people seek Him, and are obedient to Him.

With all my heart | believe that the best days for Edgewood are in the future. Edgewood has a great
opportunity to serve and build a great church for God.
