vows to the Most High. When our hearts are truly 
thankful we do not have any trouble fulfilling our vows 
to the Lord.

Romans 1:21 is a sad verse to me because it de-
scribes a people that God had blessed and yet 
they were not thankful to him and refused to 
follow His ways for their lives. Listen to the 
ǾŜǊǎŜΧ For although they knew God, they nei-
ther glorified him as God nor gave thanks to 
him, but their thinking became futile and their 
foolish hearts were darkened. 
 
Dear church family my admonition to all of us is 
that as we approach the season of Thanksgiving 
we will take a fresh look at our own hearts and 
examine to what degree we are expressing 
gratitude to our gracious heavenly Father who 
has provided so much for all of us and continues 
to offer us such rich opportunities to serve him 
and bring glory to Him and His kingdom.
